At Whit Weekend, 11 -13 June 2011 (Saturday to Monday) Tenzin Wangyal Rinpoche is coming again to
Switzerland, to give Dzogchen teachings from the Zhang Zhung Nyen Gyud, the Oral Transmission line in
the Bon tradition of Tibet. He will be teaching from the text known as "The Six Lamps" and this year will
cover the first three lamps. In 2012 (18-20 May, Friday, Saturday and Sunday of Ascension Weekend)
Rinpoche will teach on the second part of the text.

Short Course Description in English:

According to the Oral Transmission of Zhang Zhung 8 one of the principal dzogchen (Great Perfection)

lineages of the Bon tradition & our suffering in samsara can be traced to a single cause: our failure to
comprehend that external appearances are only a manifestation of our own innate awareness. The text of

"The Six Lamps" carefully investigates the precise manner by which innate awareness is situated in our
body, travels through the channels of the energy body, arrives at our eyes, and emerges as external

appearances.
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The teaching of the Six Lamps guides us to experience pure vision by recognizing the clear light of self-
awareness in all levels of our existence:

* In the vast, infinite space that is the badeall

* In the space within our heart center

* In the subtle channels of our sacred body that connect the heart with the eyes
* In the external space surrounding us

* In all external visions

* In the visions we experience after death

Course Content:

During these teachings, through instruction and guided meditations Tenzin Rinpoche will help us learn to
maintain our connection with the inseparable state of emptiness and innate awareness and to perceive all
aspects of our environment with pure vision. Ultimately this practice is a path to self-liberation, enabling
one to experience al/|l vi sions of the bardo
essence, the essence of Samantabhadra.

The Course Leader:

Tenzin Wangyal Rinpochei s a | ama in the B°n tradition of
has practised since the age of thirteen. He was recognised as the reincarnation of the famous meditation
master, scholar and author, Kyung Tul Rinpoche (1897-1956), who was active in the Garuda Valley of the
ancient Kingdom of Zhang Zhung. Tenzin Wangyal Rinpoche was born in India in 1961 after his parents

had fled Tibet during the Chinese invasion. He studied with many Bon and Buddhist masters and received
the title of Geshe, the highest academic degree in the Tibetan tradition.

In 1991 Tenzin Wangyal Rinpoche went on a Rockefeller Scholarship to Rice University, Houston, USA
and a year later founded the Ligmincha Institute in Charlottesville, Virginia. This organisation is dedicated
to the study and practice of the teachings of the Bon tradition, and Dzogchen in particular. In 2006, with
the same aim in mind, Rinpoche laid the foundation for the Lishu Institute near Dehra Dun, India. There he
wishes to create a place where practitioners can undertake longer retreats and study the teachings of the
Bon Buddhist tradition in greater depth.

Tenzin Rinpoche teaches regularly in the USA, Mexico, South America, Europe and Russia, where he is
known for his clear, engaging teaching style and his ability to make the ancient Tibetan teachings highly
accessible and relevant to the lives of Westerners. He is the author of Wonders of the Natural Mind, The
Tibetan Yogas of Dream and Sleep, Healing with Form, Energy and Light, Tibetan Sound Healing (Book
and CD), Awakening the Sacred Body (Book and DVD) and with Professor Anne Carolyn Klein
Unbounded Wholeness. He lives in Charlottesville, Virginia with his wife and young son.
